(vi) Security in Kloofendal
To my knowledge nobody in Kloofendal has ever been harmed or threatened whilst on a walk since FroK was started in August 2003. I walk there on my own or with Steve often and there are regular solitary joggers.

However, over the last year there have been a few incidences of theft in the car park, which is of great concern to us, and we have passed these reports on to JCP, who manage the reserve and employ a security guard company who are on duty day and night in Kloofendal every day of the week. 

Thefts have been of spare tyres of vehicles where tyres are attached under the back of the vehicle (at least 4 incidences), recently hub cabs of same new 4by4 vehicles, also windscreen wipers, and most distressing was the first, and only car theft (as far as we know) from the car park on a Sunday morning.

We will pass on any news/ information from JCP regarding security of cars in the parking area of KD hopefully soon.
