The concrete palisade fence is damaged at five different spots (3 on Topaz, one on Swift where the fence is leaning over badly, one on Swallow street - there may be more) which makes access for vagrants a lot easier. The damaged fencing has been reported to JCP by FroK, but please the more people who report the broken fence to both JCP and the roads department, the more chance of repair being done.

Steven Venter suggested that we have a big "Looking for snares and signs of vagrants" event in Kloofendal. After the lovely rains we have had, the bush is thick and the grass is high, so we are looking for as many people as possible - anyone willing to help preserve this beautiful reserve - to come on Sunday 10th April, 07h00, please bring friends, meeting in the parking lot, where Steve Venter will coordinate where the various groups should go. We will have maps of the reserve on which people can mark where, if any, snares or signs of vagrants, are found.

Please bring pliers in order to be able to cut the snares. Also garbage bags to pick up vagrant things and litter? Small rucksack could be useful with something to drink, hat and suncream and of course your cell in order to be able to communicate with Steven and a pen in order to mark the map.
